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Lucia St. Clair Robson was born in Baltimore, Maryland and grew up in south Florida.  She received a Bachelor’s degree from the University of Florida and then joined the Peace Corps.  After two years as a volunteer in Venezuela, she became a teacher in Brooklyn, New York.  She has also lived in Japan, South Carolina, and southern Arizona.  After earning her Master’s degree in library science, she worked as a public librarian in Annapolis, Maryland. 

In 1979, she met an editor at the Baltimore Science Fiction convention.  He persuaded her to try her hand at writing the story of Cynthia Ann Parker and her life with the Comanche Indians.  That book became Ride the Wind and appeared on the New York Times and Washington Post bestseller lists.  The Western Writers of America awarded it the Golden Spur for Best Historical Western of 1982.  The eighteenth edition of Wind is still in print twenty-three years later.  As of July 2005, it has garnered 89 5-star reviews on Amazon.

In 2003, True West Magazine’s “Best of the West” issue name Lucia “Best Living Western Historical Novelist.”  The editors concluded, “ …she’s able to transport her readers to a world that is so real, they can smell the sweat.”

Her other books are Walk in My Soul, about Sam Houston and the Cherokee Indians; Light a Distant Fire, about the Seminole Indian War leader Osceola; The Tokaido Road, a revenge tale set in feudal Japan; Mary’s Land, chronicling the early Maryland frontier; Fearless: A Novel of Sarah Bowman, about the war with Mexico in 1846; and Ghost Warrior, the story of Lozen, warrior woman of the Apaches and sister of Chief Victorio.  Kirkus Reviews said of Ghost Warrior, “A great main character, immense moral tragedy, all sung with full lungs.”

Her newest novel, Shadow Patriots: A Novel of the Revolution, was published by Forge Books in May of 2005.  Kirkus Reviews wrote, “Few novelists working now have a better grasp of early American history than Robson,”

Lucia is now working on a book titled Last Train from Cuernavaca, set in Mexico’s Revolution of 1910-1917.
